Maximum amount is $5 million for a single emergency, unless President authorizes more.  No permanent restorative work is authorized.  Under the IA program, temporary housing and Other Needs Assistance (ONA) may be available if requested by the State.

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	Section 206.7 
	States that all directives, known as Mission Assignments, to other Federal agencies shall be in writing, or shall be confirmed in writing if made orally, and shall identify the specific task to be performed and the requirements or criteria to be followed. 

	Section 206.8(c) 
	Addresses the reimbursement of “eligible” costs to other Federal agencies, specifying what costs are eligible and how the OFAs submit bills. 

	Section 206.208(b) 
	Describes State responsibilities for requesting assistance, and for providing assurances, and cost-share information. 

	Section 206.208(d) 
	States that the time limitation for completion of work by a Federal agency under a Mission Assignment is 60 days after a President’s declaration.  Based on extenuating circumstances or unusual project requirements, the Regional Director may extend this time limitation.
